Sample Blocking Plan:

 Mystery Scene: 

As the curtain opens, all of the murder suspects are in place on the stage as follows:

Mrs. Abernathy, widow of the victim, is standing UR in a PR position hiding her face. Her two daughters, Penelope and Patricia are standing DL next to a big desk. Pen is facing ¼ L and Pat is facing ¼ R.  Sargeant Stanley, the detective is standing just left of UC, facing upstage (FB) looking out a window. The butler, James, is at the door which comes in from offstage left, standing ¼ R. and the housekeeper, Mrs. Munroe, is nervously sitting in a chair C, facing FF. 
There is small table DR that has a phone on it. When the phone rings, Mrs. Munroe moves from the chair to answer it. She is standing ¼ R as she talks on the phone. The two girls also move towards the phone and stand DC, facing ¼ R, listening.  Sgt. Stanley turns FF, then moves towards C and stands PR as the call is answered. Mrs. Abernathy raises her head, and turns FF, moving to CR. James does not move during the call.
